Ceremony of Signing the Exchange of Notes
Concerning the Japan’s Grant Assistance for Underprivileged Farmers (2KR)
to the Republic of Moldova

On 17 April 2012, HEE. Mr. Toichi SAKATA, Ambassador Extraordinary and
Plenipotentiary of Japan to the Republic of Moldova will visit Chisinau to sign the Exchange
of Notes between the Government of Japan and the Government of the Republic of Moldova
concerning the extension of a grant of up to 130 million yen (approximately 1.6 million US
dollars) of the Grant Assistance for Underprivileged Farmers (2KR Project) to the Republic of
Moldova. On behalf of the Government of the Republic of Moldova the Exchange of Notes
will be signed by H.E. Mr. Vasile BUMACOQV, Minister of Agriculture and Food Industry of the
Republic of Moldova.

The above-mentioned grant will be the 9" tranche of the grant assistance provided
by the Government of Japan to the Republic of Moldova under the 2KR Project since year
2000. Thus, the total amount of Japan’s grant aid under the Project will reach about 2.2
billion yen. The previous eight grants had been spent for purchases of agricultural machinery,
mainly tractors and grain harvesters, which were leased to farmers on preferential conditions.
Proceeds from the lease were accumulated in the Counterpart Fund and used for further
purchases of agricultural equipment to support farmers. In total, more than 6,000 items of
agricultural machinery have been purchased under the framework of the 2KR Project and
successfully used in agricultural production in all regions of the Republic of Moldova.

Similarly to the previous eight tranches, the present tranche will be spent for
purchase of new agricultural machinery thus making another valuable contribution to the
development of agriculture which is the core sector of the Moldovan economy. The grant will
be made available to the Republic of Moldova after the signing of the Grant Agreement with
Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA), the agency in charge of the implementation
of the Japan’s Official Development Assistance.

Pe 17 Aprilie 2012, Excelenta Sa DI Toichi SAKATA, Ambasador Extraordinar gi
Plenipotentiar al Japoniei in Republica Moldova se va afla in vizitéd oficiala la Chiginau,
pentru a semna Acordul prin Schimb de Note intre Guvernul Japoniei si Guvernul Republicii
Moldova privind acordarea Moldovei a unui grant in valoare de 130 milioane yeni
(aproximativ 1.6 milioane dolari SUA), in cadrul asistentei financiare pentru fermierii
neprivilegiati. Din partea Guvernului Republicii Moldova, Acordul va fi semnat de Excelenta
Sa, DI Vasile Bumacov, Ministrul Agriculturii si Industriei Alimentare al Republicii Moldova.

Grantul mentionat, va fi a 9-a transa, al asistentei de grant, oferit de catre Guvernul
Japoniei, Republicii Moldova, in cadrul Proiectului 2KR, incepind cu anul 2000. Asadar,
valoarea totalad a asistentei japoneze in cadrul proiectului 2KR va constitui apr. 2.2 miliarde
yeni. Cele 8 transe precedente, au fost utilizate pentru achizitionarea maginilor agricole, in
particular tractoare si combine, care au fost valorificate fermierilor in baza unor conditii
favorabile. Resursele financiare acumulate din valorificarea tehnicii agricole, sunt stocate gi
ulterior utilizate pentru achizitionarea de mai departe a echipamentului agricol, ca sprijin
agricultorilor. Tn total, in cadrul valorificarii acestor resurse, mai mult de 6 000 unitati de
tehnica si echipament agricol, au fost achizitionate si ulterior utilizate cu success in sectorul
agricol din toata tara.

Ca si In cazul celor opt trange anterioare, mijloacele celei de-a noua transa, vor fi
folosite pentru achizitionarea tehnicii agricole noi, ceea ce va contribui semnificativ la
dezvoltarea agriculturii, care reprezinta un sector cheie al economiei Republicii Moldova.
Grantul va fi disponibil dupa semnarea Acordului de Grant cu Agentia Japoneza de
Cooperare Internationala (JICA), care este responsabild pentru implementarea Japan’s
Official Development Assistance.
